CHINESE TASTER DAY 
 
On Thursday 25 June, five Year 7 students; Corey 
Short, Charlotte Cox, Charlotte Morley, Charlotte Connor 
and Sally Cotgrove took part in a Chinese taster day at 
the Anglo-European School, Ingatestone.  Students 
participated in activities such as origami, calligraphy, 
learning the Chinese language and Tai Chi.  They had 
the opportunity to taste Chinese snacks and Chinese 
Green tea which went down well! They also had a quiz 
to complete, finding their answers throughout the day of 
their activities.  Our very own Corey Short took first 
prize! Everyone had a very enjoyable day and was 
pleased that they had been chosen out of the whole year 
group to attend the activities. 
 
WHALE WATCHING 
 
On Tuesday 7 July, Mr M Bailey and Ms L Gayler are 
taking nine A-Level Biology students from Greensward 
Academy out into the Atlantic Ocean for three days 
onboard the P&O ferry The Pride of Bilbao, to search for 
whales and dolphins. The trip is being run in conjunction 
with a team of expert scientists from the conservation 
charity of Marinelife and its research branch of Biscay 
Dolphin Research Programme, so the students will be 
working alongside the marine biologists throughout the 
voyage.  
 
The students will be conducting a transect survey of the 
Bay of Biscay off Northern Spain and hope to see a 
range of different cetaceans (the collective name for 
whales and dolphins). This is one of the most diverse 
areas of ocean for marine mammals and over a third of 
the world’s species have been recorded there. 
Greensward is the only school to be accompanying the 
researchers, providing our students with a unique 
opportunity to conduct scientific research which will be 
used to highlight the conservation threats facing our 
ocean life and as material to support coursework. Mr 
Bailey is a volunteer researcher, Team Leader and 
Wildlife Officer with the organisation and has high hopes 
for the trip. With calm weather and so many experts 
onboard, it is hoped that they will have many sightings of 
whales surfacing and dolphins leaping, and hopefully 
some photographs for the next newsletter…  
 
One of the students, Amber George in Year 12, has 
worked particularly hard to raise finance for the trip by 
conducting sponsored events and has very generously 
donated her monies to the trip fund.  
 
We will of course let you know how the team get on and 
hope that the swell isn’t too rough!
